GIVE ME A CHANCE 
 

Have you ever asked the Lord to open a door for you?  To give you a chance 
to serve him?

 "He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in much." - Luke 16:10 
 

Maybe when we want to do some great thing, what we're really wanting is to 
say: "Look what I did."  We want the recognition for the deed; from people instead 
of from God.  But the real power and strength we have can only come from God: 

 

“I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me”—Philp 4:13 
 

He wants us to know this and act like we know it. He'll be pleased with us if 
we do—if we trust in His power and strength, just as He was pleased with the 
church in Philadelphia.  Look at what the Lord praised about them:
