In Luke 13:3 the Lord told us, “except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.”
Three things are necessary for repentance to salvation—to prevent our perishing:

1. Men must first recognize HE IS God and seek after Him.
2. They must then LEARN what He wants of them.
3. Finally, they must OBEY!

Psalm 19 is a beautiful illustration of these 3 points:
1) God has declared plainly, to all men, that HE IS in verses 1-6:

“The heavens declarethe glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handywork.
Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge. Thereisno
speech nor language, wheretheir voiceisnot heard. Their lineisgone out through
all the earth, and their wordsto the end of theworld. In them hath he set a taber-
nacle for thesun, Which isasa bridegroom coming out of hischamber, and re oices
asastrong man torun arace. Hisgoing forth isfrom the end of the heaven, and his
circuit unto theendsof it: and thereisnothing hid from the heat thereof.”

2) God has told us what we must LEARN in verses 7-9:

“Thelaw of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is
sure, making wisethe simple. The statutes of the LORD areright, regoicing the
heart: the commandment of the LORD ispure, enlightening the eyes. Thefear of the
LORD isclean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the LORD aretrue and righteous
altogether.”

3) God has told us to OBEY what we learn, in verses 10-14:

“Moretobedesired arethey than gold, yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than
honey and the honeycomb. Moreover by them isthy servant warned: and in keeping
of them thereisgreat reward. Who can understand hiserrors? cleanse thou me from
secret faults. Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have
dominion over me: then shall | be upright, and | shall be innocent from the great
transgression. Let thewordsof my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be
acceptablein thy sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer.”
