BEARING FRUIT 
 
Bearing fruit is something all Christians must do.  Jesus wasn't giving an 

agriculture lesson when he said:  "Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is 
hewn down, and cast into the fire." - Matthew 7:19 

Usually we jump right to the harvesting stage, wanting to pull good fruit out of 
thin air, much like the rich young ruler who asked Jesus, "What good thing shall I 
do ..." ( Matthew 19:16) as if that were all there was to it.   Like him, to be fruitful we 
should first think instead about how to prepare ourselves to be able to bear good 
fruit.  If we prepare properly, we'll bear fruit; good fruit, and tons of it.  Think for a 
moment on how you’d go about getting some apples: 

First and foremost, you must want the fruit, else you won't put out the effort.  If 
you don't like apples, would you buy an apple tree, dig a hole, plant it and water it 
etc.?  You wouldn’t, you’d quit first.  We also must know and be fully convinced 
the work is worth the effort: “To them who by patient continuance in well doing seek 
for glory and honour and immortality, eternal life:” - Romans 2:7 

Second, we must get the ground ready—us!  You wouldn't drop a tree on the 
ground in your backyard and expect it grow.  Look at the qualities a Christian must 
cultivate in order to bear fruit (they aren't fruit of themselves): “add to your faith 
virtue; and to virtue knowledge; And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance 
patience; and to patience godliness; And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to 
brotherly kindness charity.  For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you 
that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful ...” - 2 Peter 1:4-8. 

Then we must plant the right seeds.  Apples don't come from kudzu.  If we want 
good fruit, we must plant good seed  - God's word and wisdom, not man's: “The 
seed is the word of God” - Luke 8:11,  “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: 
for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth;”- Romans 1:16 

The seed must then be watered and nurtured and cultivated while waiting for the 
harvest.  You don't plant a tree then harvest the next day.  We also ought to have 
patience and faith in God.  Wait on the Lord, don't be discouraged, it will be worth it!  
“And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.” 
- Galatians 6:9

CHURCH LEADERSHIP — IS YOU! 
 
God’s word is replete with the work, power and necessity of examples: 
 

• Elders are to lead the flock—by example. 1 Peter 5:4 
• Woman convert their non-Christian husbands—by example. 1 Peter 3:1 
• Jesus left us an example to follow. 1 Peter 2:21 
• Disciples are followers, looking to be like their master. Luke 6:40 
• Sons do what they see their father’s do. John 5:19 
 

The Lord condemned the Pharisees for not leading by example:  “but do not ye 
after their works: for they say, and do not” - Matthew 23:3  Read the whole chapter! 

Paul commanded Timothy to be an example;  not in dress, or grooming, or table 
manners, but in things that each and every Christian must possess:  “… be thou an 
example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in pu-
rity.” - 1 Timothy 4:12  These are things we must do for ourselves—and for others! 

I got the below list at a local preacher elder meeting (a meeting where men in-
fluence others by their example, thanks Mickey!).  Ask yourself these questions and 
see if you are happy with the answers (see scripture below):   

 
What if everyone in the church: 
 

• Loved as I love? 
• Prayed as I pray? 
• Sang as I sang? 
• Studied the Bible as I study? 
• Attended as I attend? 
• Gave to the Lord’s work as I gave? 
• Ministered as I do? 
• Lived as I live? 

 

Would it be a church pleasing to God?  Do you see your role in leading the 
church by doing what the Lord commanded?  Are you fulfilling it?  If not, why not? 

Jesus led by example.  What can be more compelling, more forceful in produc-
ing obedience to the Lord’s command to minister to others than the example of our 
Lord and Master washing the disciple’s feet.  He said as much:  

 
“For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.  …  If ye 

know these things, happy are ye if ye do them.” - John 13:15
