“every disciple that is perfect shall be as his master.”  Luke 6:40b 
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PSALM 19 
 

In Luke 13:3 the Lord told us, “except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.” 
Three things are necessary for repentance to salvation—to prevent our perishing: 
 

1. Men must first recognize HE IS God and seek after Him. 
2. They must then LEARN what He wants of them. 
3. Finally, they must OBEY! 

This is nothing new.  Psalm 19 is a beautiful illustration of these same 3 points: 
1) God has declared plainly, to all men, that HE IS in verses 1-6: 
 

“The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handywork.  
Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge.  There is no 
speech nor language, where their voice is not heard.   Their line is gone out through 
all the earth, and their words to the end of the world. In them hath he set a taber-
nacle for the sun,  Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber, and rejoices 
as a strong man to run a race.  His going forth is from the end of the heaven, and his 
circuit unto the ends of it: and there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.”  

 

2) God has told us what we must LEARN in verses 7-9: 
 

“The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is 
sure, making wise the simple.  The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the 
heart: the commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes.  The fear of the 
LORD is clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the LORD are true and righteous 
altogether.”  
 

3) God has told us to OBEY what we learn, in verses 10-14: 
 

“More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than 
honey and the honeycomb.  Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and in keeping 
of them there is great reward.  Who can understand his errors? cleanse thou me from 
secret faults.  Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have 
dominion over me: then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent from the great 
transgression.  Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be 
acceptable in thy sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer.”

ARE YOU LISTENING? 
 

Here’s a verse that ought to get our attention: 
 

“Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: - John 15:2 
 

God, being spirit, wants (and requires!) spiritual  fruit from us.  Fruit that will make us 
more pleasing in His sight and valuable to Him and worth keeping.  When we, as 
branches in Christ, have and abound in the spiritual qualities of: Mercy, faith, faithful-
ness, love, patience, meekness, hope, zeal, joy etc.  God will be pleased because 
these are the things He wants from us.  Here’s what you should do: 

 

1. First, you must want to bear good fruit (Proverbs 16:9) 
2. Get your heart (the soil) ready (2 Peter 1:5-8) 
3. Plant the right seed (God’s word, Luke 8:11, Colossians 1:5,6) 
4. Water and nurture the seed and the soil (1 Corinthians 3:6, 1 Peter 2:2) 
5. Recognize good fruit, reject the poorer (Colossians 1:10, Titus 3:14) 
6. Remember, the fruit is for God, we’re just the servants (John 15:8) 

 

He’s given us all we need. It’s up to you now! Learn the verses in between these: 
 

“According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and 
godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:” 

... 
“For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren 

nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ” - 2 Peter 1:3 & 8 

REGARDING DENOMINATIONS: 
 

“Then departed Barnabas to Tarsus, for to seek Saul: And when he had found him, he 
brought him unto Antioch. And it came to pass, that a whole year they assembled  

themselves with the church, and taught much people.  
And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch.” - Acts 11:25,26 

 
“Every denomination (Catholic or Protestant) had its origin this side of the New 

Testament. Every denomination has something in its teaching or practice that marks 
it as different from the church of the New Testament. Otherwise, it would not be a de-
nomination.  

As it was possible for an undenominational church to exist at Antioch, so it is pos-
sible now. Any church  today that has the same faith and practice as did the church 
at Antioch (and other faithful New Testament congregations) is not a denomination, 
but a church of Christ”.—David Pharr, Gospel Preacher
