ASK YOURSELF

4) Will my mate understand my desire to put the Lord first in all things, including the
budget?

5) What about the children? Is it fair to them to grow up in a religiously divided
family? Will they turn out to be strong, faithful Christians, when one of their parents is
NOT a Christian?

6) However fine a person my marriage partner may be, am | prepared to face the fact
that we are going in different directions, on different roads, toward different
destinations?

7) Am | letting myself be swept along by my emotions? Have | considered what the
Lord would want me to do?

8) Am | sure this is the right person for me?

Please realize and count the cost, now, before you have to pay.

Godly Living — A Dire Need

Am | guilty of willful neglect? Am | too weak to do what | know is right? Do |
blame others for my mistakes? Have | resolved in my heart that | will do my duty re-
gardless of what others do or think? Have | made a good impression on my neighbor
by my faithfulness to the Lord and His church?

Do you realize the influence of a godly life? The influence of gospel preaching is
doubled by "practicing what we preach.” Let us "walk in the light as he is in the
light" and have fellowship with one another (1 John 1:7). "l would not that ye
should have fellowship with devils" (1 Cor. 10:20). "What fellowship hath right-
eousness with unrighteousness?" (2 Cor. 6:14). Truth and error will not mix.
