What Does God Say About Women Preachers?

Jesus NEVER called upon a woman to be an apostle or preacher! The apostles,
who spoke as they were inspired by the Holy Spirit (Il Peter 1:20-21), NEVER
appointed a woman to preach. The New Testament nowhere gives instructions
(authority) for a woman to preach! Not only can NO AUTHORITY be found for "women
preachers," the Bible even forbids it! Read it for yourself! “Let your women keep
silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are
commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law...for it is a shame for women
to speak in the church” (1 Corinthians 14:34-35). Timothy was told to "let the woman
learn in silence with all subjection. But | suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp
authority over the man, but to be in silence"” (1 Timothy 2:11-12). "Usurp authority"
means: "one who acts on their own authority, to govern one, or to exercise dominion
over one." Thus, when a woman teaches or preaches where men are present, she is
certainly one who has dominion over them. Will the Bible allow it? NOT AT ALL!
There's no Scripture for it!

In His holy inspired word, God has "...given unto us all things that pertain unto life|
and godliness” (1l Peter 1:3). And, since we do not read about women preachers
anywhere in the Scriptures, then God has not given them to us. They are an addition
to God's Word and therefore not authorized (Revelation 22:18-19).

Paul said, "But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto
you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed” (Galatians 1:8).
Their presence is "another gospel" and stands accursed! If God has given authority for,
a woman to preach, then men are accursed if they teach against it. On the other hand,
if God has not authorized "women preachers," then men are accursed to promote
them! If we are going to believe and follow the instructions of the Holy Spirit, then we
must say as the Bible says, "let them be accursed” (Galatians 1:8).

Women preachers and those who teach and allow that women can preach and
teach over men have absolutely no Scriptural ground upon which to stand. What will
they say come judgment day? They act on their own authority.

WHAT IS NECESSARY TO SALVATION?

“And the word of God increased;
and the number of the disciples multiplied in Jerusalem greatly;
and a great company of the priests were obedient to the faith.” - Acts 6:7

The word of God: It tells us of the faith, that we might obey it—the Gospel of Christ!

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ:
for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth;” - Romans 1:16

And when we learn of the faith in the Gospel, how do we avail ourselves of its power?

“But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.
For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.” - Gal 3:25-27

Can we then be saved before we put on Christ?

EXAMINE YOURSELVES

Self-examination is one of the most important things individuals can do in regard to
their physical and spiritual health. The word “examine” means “to inquire into and de-
termine; to inspect; to scrutinize; to explore; to investigate; to interrogate” according to
Webster’s Dictionary. It is recommended by all physicians today for our physical well
being, but the great Physician Jesus wants us to examine ourselves daily concerning
our spiritual health.

To the Corinthians Paul wrote, “Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith;
prove your own selves.” (Il Cor.13:5). He wrote to the Roman Christians, “I beseech
you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your spiritual service. And be not con-
formed to this world: be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may
prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect will of God” (Rom.12:1-2).

Perhaps we may suggest a little test that will help in this matter. Please take a pen
and underline the proper answer in the sentences below as you examine yourself:

‘I (am, am not) a Christian, having (submitted to, rejected) obedience to the Gos-
pel, therefore | (have, have not) a reasonable and blessed hope for the eternal wel-
fare of my soul. My family (knows, does not know) me to be a person of prayer and
sincere devotion to God. | (am, am not) a person who regularly (attends, ignores)
the worship services and Bible study periods, and (could, could not) be counted on
to serve to the best of my ability for the Lord. | (was, was not) always concerned
with the lost souls about me, the poor, the afflicted, the homeless, and always
(encouraged, discouraged) missionary efforts to preach the Gospel. | (loved, did
not love) my fellow-travelers in life, and it was evident by the way | treated them. |
was (a true friend, a two-faced hypocrite) to those who trusted me, and always
made a real contribution to the (happiness, unhappiness) of people wherever |
went. My family (rejoiced, dreaded) to see, me come home. | (possessed, did not
possess) honesty, integrity, humility, sincerity, dependability, and love. | knew the
Truth, and (tried, did not try) to obey it and teach it to others. My family, brethren in
Christ, and friends, (will, will not) miss me very much, because | (did, did not) fight
the good fight of faith, finish the course, and keep the faith; henceforth, there (is, is
not) laid up for me a crown of righteousness in Heaven.”

We exhort each one to examine themselves closely, sign this document, and leave
orders for these things to be given to the preacher doing our funeral.
